  Vision Rehabilitation is an essential component in the continuum of Eye Care

· We incorporate the patient’s goal as it relates to low vision into a realistic Plan of Care with desirable and attainable outcomes.

· We explore effective intervention techniques and devices for our low vision patients through teaching, training, and encouragement to help our patients address their visual challenges and to meet their goals.

· We encourage our patients of all ages to use their remaining vision to perform ADLs (Activities of Daily Living) which may include: Personal Care, Medication Management, Functional Mobility, Community Outings, Reading, Communications, Computer Skills, Financial Management, Meal Preparation, Housekeeping, Home/yard Maintenance, Child/Pet Care, Vocational/Educational Requirements, Leisure/Avocational Activities, and Transportation.

· We create one-on-one individualized therapy programs to be delivered   in the patient’s environment (home, work place, school, community) so that modifications to the approach and/or the environment will assist the patient to better accommodate for low vision challenges. 

· We educate our low vision patients, their families and caregivers of the benefits of optical and non-optical low vision devices and train them to use these devices to compensate for vision loss while empowering them to attain optimal function and quality of life.  

· We address the challenges our patients present in the adjustment to low vision and encourage and them to participate support groups and other community programs and state and national resources.

· We provide consistent and on-going opportunities for low vision patients to learn about and access countless resources and serve as the conduit to attain low vision services for our patients.
